We are looking for the three-year 
redetermination date, not an annual evaluation 
date.

Your IEP may include language such as “next 
evaluation date,” “next eval date,” or “triennial 
due date.”

Some districts do not list the date. If you can’t 
find the date, please upload what you have and 
we will look into it further and let you know if a 
new one is needed.
